While
the literature of the American South 1s diverse, southern writers especially those who
worked in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries often employed simular
strategies to explore the distinet character of the region.

Fanuly relationships are a central theme found often m southern writing. Many
stories describe the events that affect a fanuly for several generations. For example,
William Faulkner, a key writer in the southern literary tradition, wrote novels that
focused on fanuly structure and familial bonds. Perhaps because the economy of
the American South 1s traditionally agricultural, Faulkner’s novels are especially
concerned with how land ownership 1s passed from generation to generation.

You may think that people are capable of living 1n a wide range of environments,
from the hot deserts of Africa and the Middle East to the freezing cold of Sibena or
Northern Canada. Being an imntelligent species, we worked out how to use fire to keep
us warm 1n cold conditions and, considerably later, air conditiomng to keep us cool in
hot clunates. But there 15 a wide vanety of organmisms capable of living 1 environments
in which no human could survive-the extremophiles.

Take, for example, Spinoloricus cinzia, a tiny creature, about a millimeter long
and looking a little like a jellyfish. This recently discovered amimal 1s particularly
mnteresting, as it appears to be capable of living without oxygen and 1s thus a
multi-cellular anaerobe. The cells of most organisms contain mitochondria, which
use oxygen to generate energy, whereas the cells of Spmnoloncus cinzia do not
contamn mitochondria. Most anaerobes so far discovered are mucrobes and use a form
of fermentation to gain energy. Some anaerobes will actually die in the presence of
OxySen.

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Many are surprised to learn that Antarctica 1s nearly twice the size of the United
States. The name Antarctica was created to mean “opposite to the Arctic™ It 1s just
that in many ways. Antarctica 1s a high ice-covered landmass. In the Arctic the
landmasses are grouped around the ice-covered Arctic Ocean.

Largely because of this difference, the climate of two areas 1s very different.
Antarctica 1s the coldest area in the world. On the average it 1s about 30 degrees
colder than the Arctic. At the South Pole, nearly 10,000 feet high, monthly average
temperatures run well below zero. Only in repions near the ocean do temperatures
sometimes rise about freezing in the summer (December to March). In contrast, near
the North Pole monthly average temperatures often rise above freezing.

At both poles, daily temperatures may drop far below the monthly average At
the American South Pole Station, winter temperatures sometimes fall below -100
degrees Fahrenheit. Elsewhere, on higher parts of the south polar region, even lower
temperatures are recorded. A temperature of -127 degrees Fahrenheit was measured
i August 1960. It 1s the world’s record low temperature.
